I  hope you are enjoying the summer so far! It has been 
nice to have some seasonable temperatures, too. This 
year with the way the temperatures have been anything 
but normal Iõm surprised we havenõt had an  
extremely cooler or hotter temperatures so far in the  
early part of the summer season.  
 

With the summer in full swing, the turf has really  
responded to our fertilizer applications on all our play-
ing surfaces. We applied a bulk fertilizer  
application to the tees, fairways, and rough last month 

and it has certainly given these areas a shot in the 
arm. The areas that were affected by winterkill and/or 
where trees were removed, we have started to sod and 
as of this writing we have completed the right side #1, 
left side of #17, and have started on #5  
fairway. We will be sodding tee boxes on #5, #9, and a 
spot on #12. Also, areas on the left side of #8 fairway 
and #9 fairway will be sodded. My goal is to have all 
sod completed by end of this month. Please bear with 
us as these areas will be heavily saturated and staked 
or roped off.  
 

Our greens have really put on some growth in the last 
two weeks. We will continue this òmini-grow -inó that we 
are calling it for another two weeks and then we will 
slowly back the fertilizer off to more of a  
maintenance schedule. The green speeds will be slow as 

we are going through this process. However, once we 
start to back off to more of a maintaining schedule 
those speeds will increase. Itõs important that we beef 

them up as much as we can to help with the recovery 
process. Iõve met with George Frye of TransGolf who 
handles the installation and follow -up for Champion 
Turf Farm and he feels our greens are in phenomenal 
condition and that we are on the right path.  
 

We will be aerifying our greens starting on July 9 th  and 
all will be completed by Tuesday, July 10 th  at 11:00 
AM. We will be solid -tining the greens with ½ inch 

tines.  
 
As a reminder, please continue to help us out by  
repairing ball marks, filling divots, and raking  
bunkers. One change Iõd like to make note of is that 

bunker rakes are to be left outside the bunkers .
